Pet information for Lakota 

Did you know that in the City of Lakota, your dog or cat needs to be licensed yearly as per Lakota 

City Ordinance 13.0201? At the time of licensing, the city of Lakota requires from the pet owner 

proof of current vaccination for each pet.  The cost of a yearly pet license is $2.50/per spayed or neu-

tered dog or cat or $5.00 for each pet not spayed or neutered.  If you have a dog or cat in your resi-

dence, please come to the City Hall during business hours to license your pet. 

Pets are also to be kept on a leash at all times when not in the pet owners home.  Lakota Ordinance 

13.0206, allows for the Nelson County Sheriff or the city to impound any unrestrained dog or cat in 

an animal shelter at the owners expense and also could be subject to a fine.  This action is to provide 

safety for Lakota residents and pets.
